Tracheoesophageal fistula

may arise as a congenital connection between the esophagus and
trachea
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Esophageal webs :are web-like protrusions of the esophageal
mucosa into the lumen which typically present with dysphagia.

Achalasia :is a failure of the lower esophageal sphincter (LES) to
relax with swallowing

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Hematemesis and Esophageal Bleeding

Esophageal varices are dilated submucosal veins in the lower
third of the esophagus, usually secondary to portal hypertension.
when the varices are ruptured. Complications include potentially
fatal hemorrhage.
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Esophageal Carcinoma

Squamous cell carcinoma (SCC) of the esophagus is the most common
type of esophageal

cancer

Congenital Disorders

Pyloric stenosis is a congenital stenosis of the pylorus due to

marked muscular hypertrophy of the pyloric sphincter, resulting in
gastric outlet obstruction.
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Congenital diaphragmatic hernia occurs when a congenital
defect is present in the

diaphragm, resulting in herniation of the abdominal organs into
the thoracic cavity.
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Acute Inflammation and Stress Ulcers

Acute hemorrhagic gastritis causes acute inflammation, erosion,
and hemorrhage of the gastric mucosa, secondary to a breakdown
of the mucosal barrier and acidinduced injury. daad) cililgily)
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Chronic Gastritis

Chronic gastritis is chronic inflammation of the gastric mucosa,

eventually leading to atrophy (chronic atrophic gastritis). !
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Chronic Peptic Ulcer

Peptic ulcers are ulcers of the distal stomach and proximal
duodenum caused by

gastric secretions (hydrochloric acid and pepsin) and impaired
mucosal defenses.

Predisposing factors include the following:
e Chronic NSAID and aspirin use
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Duodenal peptic ulcers are more common than gastric peptic
ulcers. Most duodenal peptic ulcers are located in the anterior
